We must never, act like we are better then someaee &fter all, the only difference
between us and our student is, we are a saved sinndrthegnare a lost sinner.

The teacher must be very careful in the way thatomelacts himself, in a Bible discussion.
We must never use

our knowledge , to purposely put the student in a uncomfonpaisiéon. We may be able to
win the arguement

but at the same time, we could end any future Bible stu8@®e become the real loser.

Asevieaching these two lessons, keep
that thought before them, ever time that you carrtris@to the lesson.

The first two lessons will answer many questions, dhatstudents have, with out them ever
having, to ask them.

One of the most important facts, that the Old Testarteaches is the importance of obeying
exactly what God says. Also the mercy and severitgad. We will have several
opportunity, to pause in our film presentation, to

point these facts out. It is important, to make ey&ac with the student. This way they will
know that we are personally interested, in sharing thiem, Also , if they are getting a little
disinterested, this will help wake them up. Always by adert to our students attention level
all during the film. If they show any signs of having

their minds somewhere else,then it is time for us skatlaem, if they have any questions
thus far in the lesson.



You can use a little more of your time to point ounsthings, that you feel,are important for
them to know, things that the film has not covered. Mdwn we teach the consequences of
not obeying, every word of God, that will help us tremersljyg when we start showing the
third film. Because most people are very prejudice

about what they believe. The first two films alsopde us an opportunity to get better
acquainted , and establish a closer relationship. We arg tgoneed this very much, when
we get into lesson three. These first two lessongyairgy to be a great help in causing things
to remain, in a teachable atmosphere. | cannot over

stress the importance of showing the first two filfast example, in the closing part of lesson
two, there will be a picture of Jesus, and the two #sehanging on three crosses. This
provides a wonderful opportunity, for us

to point out that the majority of religious peoplethe world today, believe that we can be
saved, like the thief on the cross.This picture wilMite us the opportunity to show that the
thief died , while the Old Law was still

in affect. He died before Jesus had shed his blood, ancehkfsus, had established His
church.

So if we could be saved like the thief on the cross) flesus would have died in vain.( This
will answer the question and they wont have to ask it.)

Be sure , you read your manuals, many times before yaisboe the films. Underline the
important things,

SO you can , by your tone of voice, emphasize thasgghAlso, jot down in your manual,
some things that you

would like to enlarge upon. It will help to keep the attentewel very high, because learning
is taking place ,in the mind of our students.

| would like to say again, if we are not willing, to prepaurselves to be personal workers,
we will not be successful . What | am sharing with yewexactly the way, that we prepared,
and conducted, our Bible studies.

We have learned , these things , through many yeargpefience. | cannot , over emphasize
the importance of being a good reader. The only way, teatan accomplish this, is through
prayer and practice. Anything that is

worth while, takes a lot of time. There are no sbats, when it comes to being a successful
soul winner. If we are not comfortable in reading tlauals, then we should use the
cassette, or the video.

It is very important, while everyone is seated and reéadyatch the third film to say some
things that will make

a more teachable atmosphere, such as:

1. You know, there are many different churches in thddittoday. All of them are teaching
different doctrines, and they refuse to worship togetber you believe that God is pleased
with this. Lets remember what the Apostle Paul says@or.1:10. * | beseech you
brethren.(which means, | beg you brethren) that theneo

divisions among Yyou,but that you be perfectly joined tagathone mind.

2. In this lesson, do you want me to share with ybafdahe scriptures on how to become a
Christian, or just the ones that point out my view,how to be saved.



3. l also say, we are going to be studying in this lesseweral subjects that is very
controversial. So it will help

us to lay aside every thing that we have heard,and tistetat the Bible has to say.If we will
do this , we will have no problem in understanding what Gedsd is saying on these
different subjects.

4. Another thing that | say is, | want you to know, tham fully aware of the responsibility
that | have in teaching nothing but the truth. | willmesto God if | teach anything that not
written in Gods word. | also

will have to answer to God for not teaching everything ad&word. If we will say all these
things , before we start the lesson number thredllimake a complete different atmosphere
in which to teach.

5.We must have open minds that means, that we are saying heart, that we want to
know, what God says, and not what man says.

If we will practice this, | will assure you , that teidy will go much smother. Your tone of
voice must be filled with love and sincerity.

Before we begin showing, the first lesson, we woulkpaut the lesson books, to every
student, so they can follow along with the reading. ghiss them something to do to keep
their interest level up. Tell the students

that there is 100 questions in the back of each lessanlIbthey so desire, they can answer
these questions at

home . Then at the next meeting we will go througimthed they can grade their lesson.
This gives them the

opportunity to ask any question , about the questions thghyt niave missed.

Now | would like to say something about lesson four, becalms®jt one half of this lesson is
on baptism.

Before we start lesson four, we need to say, to ourstsidéne of the most controversial
subjects in the world

today, IS BAPTISM ESSENTIAL FOR SALVATION'? So thethor has chosen , because
of its importance to use about half of this lessomfotg out, what the scriptures have to say
on this very important subject. So Please listen cdyednd if you detect anything, in this
less that you feel is not, according to truth, ort tha author is trying to deceive people. |
want to assure you that you will not offend me, if yownirta point it out.

Next is lesson five , which is titled, the "Historytbé Lords Church. The information, that is
imparted in this lesson is so important, and so integesd the student that they just sat in
awe. They just can't hardly believe

that the church that they belong to, or the churchttiey would go to, if they went, was not
started in A.D. 33,

at Jerusalem, but was started hundreds of years latertoyThey are in shock. So we can
see, just how important, our work is in sharing this whigm. When you get to the picture ,
where it shows the Bible and a group of people and tkeatitbve the picture , reads™ History
of the Church'. in my opinion, the teacher can

say to his students, the top half of this picture regmss the church of Christ, that Jesus built
in A.D.33, at



Jerusalem.

QUESTION — Why should this comment be made? Becaushawehad students ask us
later on in the lesson,

where is the church of Christ , in the diagram bfte other churches. We have not seen it
listed.

They miss what the top half of the picture portratyportrays the church of Christ, that Jesus
built. It just don't

spell it out that plain.

We encourage the students to ask questions anytime theyowantll pause once in a while,
and ask them, if they agree, with what has been¥&dshould make these meetings just as
informal as we can. The students will feel moreaahé, and more learning will take place.
All we have to do is treat others like we would like foein to treat us, if we were in their
place. If we will do this things will work out alright.

Don't ever lose your excitement, from teaching and shgptiese film over and over again.
QUESTION — How are we going to accomplish this? Godtltakle care of that , God will
always do His part. All we have to do, is do our partpii@ve that this is true, we have
showed these films to over 100 families, not countinglifierent classes and different
congregations, and we have never lost our excitementshbwing them. Because souls, are
being taught and saved, and if this is not exciting then HAXB BETTER TAKE A LOOK
AT OUR OWN SOULS.

This is the most exciting and rewarding work that w€lassstians, can get involved with. If
we get involved in

showing these films, | assure you , that your life wdlzer be the same. The Lord will give us
strength and

wisdom and feelings for the lost, that will totally azeaus.

All that we have to do, is commit ourselves to Jeand,it want be long, until we can say,
what the Apostle said, it is no longer I, that live, degus, who lives, with in me. Isaiah says
it very well in Isaiah 40:31, But they, that wait upon tloed, shall renew their strength and
they shall mount up with wings as eagles, they shalbnd not become weary, they shall
walk and not faint. | would like to read us, another venséten by Paul in

1 Cor.15:58, that has been a tremendous help in my servisetoHe says, therefore, my
beloved brethren

be ye steadfast, unmovable, always abounding in the Wahle d.ord, for as much as you
know, that your labor, is not in VAIN , in the Lord.

Something else, that | would like to say, about the puittaxd the films , and the film strip
projector and lessons, and the necessary equipmegogivith them. It is good, when the
church purchases the film strips,

and the projector, and the silver screen ,also exths lfor the projector, also all the work
books , that are needed. But some thing that is ba#aerthis, is for us to purchase all of
these items, for ourselves. | will guarantee youjlithe the best investment, that we could
ever make, if we will use them . It is so handy toehav



them in our own home, all the time. So we can uaeatvery opportunity , and there will be a
lot of opportunities. God will see to that.

An example, there will be a lot of times, thatwi# say to our wife, if we didn't have to go
to the church house, and hunt ever thing up, we would @listig to John and his family and
have them to come over, then we could

show them, one of these films, and we could havea gme together. But by the time ,I go
and get them, it would be getting too late, and besides sbate one may already have them
checked out. So we will just forget

it. Now this is not a good situation to be in. This egéamwill happen, time and again. The
devil will take this and use it to his full advantage, hiksguse us to loose our excitement
about being soul winners. If we will buy all the equipndor our self and dedicate our self
to using it, this will mean more to us then our TV swire

then our computer, more then all of the videos, thahave ,because showing these film
along with the Bible, we will (with the Lords helpyrovert more souls then we ever thought
possible.

When we purchase our own set, then we need to start is@dshowing these to ourselves
and then to our family .The more we show themntbee confidence we will have in the
effectiveness in teaching others. We must have thisaemfe are we will not be able to
convince others, just how wonderful these films ardgilp-

ing other to better understand the truth of the Bible.

We have had a set of these in our home for many, nyaays. Here is a helpful hint, that |
would like to pass along to you , about these filmstripgutoys, the bulb is easy to be burned
out if the table it is on is shaken, while the bullstifi hot. They are rather expensive, so leave
the fan on for awhile after you turn the bulb off.

There is something you need to say when you finish lessea. We will say to our students,
" If at any time during these lessons, that you fe=hfed, to make a change in your life ,
just let it be known. We will be glad to assist you, myway that we can.' We tell them that
we have the key to the building, the water is warng als

there are baptismal garments you can use. Everythiegdy when you are.

It sure makes it easier , when the man that is domgetdching ,does the baptizing. Here are
some advantages to

this. This usually happens between 9.pm and 10 pm. some pawplalready gone to bed.
We sure don't want to wait, until we have a serviceebthlding, because the devil my
come, and snatch the truth right from their heart.tAaothing, some people have a problem
in going up before a large number of people to be baptised.

In the Bible , examples of conversions, most peopleltbigve are baptized the same hour of
the night or day.

There is something else | would like to say, whetherat two man team, or husband and
wife team. When the

student ask a question, the one doing the teaching showerathe question, and if he does
not know the answer,then he can ask his helper to antswarether one knows the answer,



then he should say, we do not know the Bible answesio guestion, but we will try our best
to have the answer for you the next time we meet.

Now here is a no! no! If the one who chooses tavanshe question and the other one does
not agree with the answer, DO NOT DISAGREE in frofwour student.(It destroys
confidence ,of the student in both people).

You will have time to discuss your differences later andkwthem out.

Each time, that we close a lesson, we would TELL GBIRIDENTS HOW MUCH WE
ENJOYED BEING

WITH THEM, ALSO THANK THEM FOR THE QUESTION THAT TEHY ASKED, AND
FOR THE GOOD

ATTENTION , THEY GAVE.

Be sure to set a time for the next study , before leye to go home. Here is when we must
take the lead, and say, if it is a good time for youusetmeet again one week from tonight , or
sooner, if you want to. If they agree, then say, dowant to meet at our home or yours? It
does not make any difference to us.

We may have to go as far, as to say , we will fix alfogayou before the study next time.
This will help to get

them back.

To have a successful, Bible study with a family, thennmust, set up the study, and he must,
set it up with the man of the house. If we will do thiee Bible study will go much smoother,
because, the man will be sure, that he and his fanililyp&there on time, he will give you ,

his full attention, he will take care of keeping his

children quiet.

Now let us notice, what can go wrong , if we set the stypdwith his wife. He will feel , that
his wife should

not have set the Bible study up, without , his permissiust because she is interested, is no
sign that he is interested. So his feelings is hurt tdwar wife. To show his hurt, he could
treat you very cold when you arrive, he may not evem ofirthe TV, there is all kind of ways
he can show his dislike. We are defeated before wegetestarted. If only the woman is
interested, let the ladies teach her.

Another thing that we want to make very plain, aboutnta@ or even two men, out knocking
doors, trying to set up a Bible study, with a mans wifemteis not home. It is a no!, no! to
go in a mans house when he isn't

there. We should never set one foot inside a mans houakk to his wife, when he isn't

there. Most men become very angry, when they finchaather man or men have been in his
house , alone with his wife, even, if he knows the mdirkind of things will begin to run
through his mind. Then he will start questioning her, and sherbecomes upset, and harsh
words will be said, between the two. Men, all we havdd, to keep from making this
mistake, is to ask ourselves, how would we like, forwite , to be alone, with some other
man in



your house. Wives , PLEASE give heed to this. You shouldmletranother man into your
home, if your husband is not there. Because it can giamhe trust between husband and
wife. It can sure cause a lot of hurt feelings, wheretieabsolutely, no cause for it. If a man
thinks he cannot wait , until the husband gets home,

to talk to the mans wife, then take your wife with you.

The very important part of the success , that we hadein saving souls is that we always
worked as a team.

When the husband, invites some family into his homea fmeal and a Bible study, that
means there is a lot more house cleaning and cooking,etbds$ mo be done. So we can easily
see, that the wife, must also , love the

souls of people, or she will resent this whole idea ofgoa soul winner.

My wife has always been by my side, all the way. Weehalways worked together, as a
team, knowing that Jesus was walking side by side witbupglying our needs. We set up
Bible studies together, we work together

on lessons, we pray together, we worked on cooking togatbesi@aning house together.
While my wife was building a relationship with the latlyyould be doing the same with the
husband. We always tried to spend enough time with thegainaheir respect, before we
ever told them, about the film strip.

To be a successful soul winner, we must have a frigmellyonality. This is extremely
important. If we have a

friendly personality, we will be able to talk to stgemns, without much difficulty. When we
are walking , hand and hand , with Jesus every day, Heng gmhelp our attitude. Then we
will be ready to start building relationships with our gpects.

Find out what our prospects like to do and involve out selith them. We should be ready
now to set up our own Bible study. We must be exciteditasitowing these films.
EXCITMENT is catching. It has a lot to do with our succgssetting up Bible studies. This
excitement can rub off on the prospect.

QUESTION — What can GENERATE, this kind of EXCITMENFHiPst we must know, our
product. It is very difficult to sell something that weoknvery little about.

We must BELIEVE in and KNOW our product.

We must be willing to PREPARE our SELVES ,so we carfqutit our BEST EFFORT.



WE must get acquainted with the lesson material and egunf by using them . Read the
manuals with the pictures on the screens, until werbeaccomfortable in showing them.
Keep our bibles in our possession always.

It is not enough to know the product. We must know , just éff@ctive it is on the hearts of
the hearers.

QUESTION - If we have never shown these films befobosy are we going to know how
effective they are?
